Employer shall give no less than seven (7) days notice to Artist of cancellation of performance or employer agrees to pay Artist as liquidated damages either one-half (1/2) of the guaranteed fee or $ whichever is greater.

INDOOR CONCERT

POWER REQUIREMENTS:  Employer agrees to provide to artist:  two (2), 20 amp, 120 VAC outlets on separate circuits.  All circuits must be grounded.  Absolutely NO “GFCI” (Ground Fault Circuit Interrupter) outlets will be allowed.  Employer shall be responsible for all damages and losses to the band and their equipment resulting from low, high or inadequate power.
ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS:  Artist will require direct access to performance area at least two (2) hours prior to show time or prior to room being available to public.

Employer shall provide a private dressing area as close to the stage as possible, which shall be available to the band at least one (1) hour prior to show time.

Artist stage staff shall require direct stage access at least three (3) hours prior to show time.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
OUTDOOR CONCERT

Employer recognizes that if the performance is held outside, inclement weather may cause the performance to be cancelled through no fault of the Artist.  Once the decision has been made to set up the sound equipment outside, Artist shall not move equipment to an additional site as a result of inclement or threatening weather.  The decision to terminate any performance during or prior to the performance shall be at the sole discretion of the artist.  If Employer has made no arrangements for Artist to perform out of the inclement weather, the Employer agrees to pay Artist as liquidated damages either one-half (1/2) of the guaranteed fee or $     , whichever is greater.  Unless otherwise specifically stated within this agreement, Artist has no obligation to perform a “rain-date” performance.  
STAGE REQUIREMENTS:  Unless a permanent stage is available, Employer shall provide at least one (1) flat-bed trailer (with steps up to the deck/floor) which is at least forty (40) feet long and eight (8) feet wide.  Trailer deck should be flat, sturdy, and in good condition and set as level as possible.

POWER REQUIREMENTS:  Employer agrees to provide to artist:  two (2), 20 amp, 120 VAC outlets on separate circuits.  All circuits must be grounded.  Absolutely NO “GFCI” (Ground Fault Circuit Interrupter) outlets will be allowed.  Employer shall be responsible for all damages and losses to the band and their equipment resulting from low, high or inadequate power.

ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS:  Artist will require direct access to performance area at least two (2) hours prior to show time or prior to room being available to public.  Employer shall provide steps to reach the “stage” area of the platform provided.
Artist stage staff shall require direct stage access at least three (3) hours prior to show time.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
Employer shall provide a private dressing area as close to the stage as possible, which shall be available to the band at least one (1) hour prior to show time.
In the event that hazardous weather driving conditions (and other natural disasters considered an act of God) occur, which would make traveling to the event unsafe for the Artist, Artist has the sole discretion to contact Employer and cancel said event.  NO liability shall attach to either the Artist or the Employer for the cancellation. 
Employer shall be responsible for all matters pertaining to the promotion and production of the scheduled performance including but not limited to: venue rentals, liability insurance, and advertising.  Employer shall provide appropriate “SECURITY” for the event.  Employer agrees to reasonably promote the performance through its usual course of promotion and advertising efforts.
